Pride and Prejudice Unit Project

Choice of CD Cover or Book Jacket

(50 points)

Basic Requirements for CD Cover and Liner Notes:


Choose a character from the novel and create the “sound track” of his/her life during the story.  The CD cover and liner notes are to be an original work by the student.  No existing visual, poetical, or lyrical works from any other source can be used.  Project should include:

1) CD Cover: (5pts)

· Student’s real name (not a character name, alias, or “band” name)

· Characters Personal Logo (a brief description/explanation of logo elements should be on the back of the cover).

· Title (title should incorporate character’s name, and illustrate the theme of the CD).  Explain the title/theme on back of cover.

2) Introduction:  (5pts)

· State significant events from the story which caused these songs to be written.

· Indicate influence of plot, other characters, etc. pertinent to the creation of this work.

· Explain and tie in the theme directly to the character.

· At least one fully developed paragraph in length.

3) Song Titles:  (10pts)

· Ten song titles are required 

· Titles must relate to the theme of the CD

· Songs should show a progression of events in the character’s development/experiences.

· First title should indicate the state of the character at the beginning of the story and the last title, a resolution.  Example:

1. I Saw Her Across the Room

2. First Dance

3. Heaven and Stars

4. It’s Not What You Think, Part I

5. All Is Lost Blues

6. Wasted Nights

7. Forgiveness and the Human Heart

8. It’s Not What You Think, Part II

9. The Bride Wore White

10. All’s Well That Ends Well

Inside CD, write a brief explanation of how each title relates to the character and the theme.

4) Character Analysis:  (15pts)

· Describe the character’s situation, perspective, desires, motives, and personality at the beginning of the novel.

· Analyze how events and the actions of the character and others affect the character throughout the novel.

· State how and why the character has changed or remained unaffected by the novel’s end.

· At least one fully developed paragraph in length.

5) Song Lyrics:  (15pts)

· Complete song lyrics for the first and last titles on the CD.

· Include at least two stanzas and a refrain/chorus for both songs.

* All lyrics must be the original work of the student.

Basic Requirements for Book Jacket Sleeve Notes:


Choose a character from the novel and rewrite the story from the character’s perspective.  The book for which this jacket and sleeve notes have been created are to be an original work or the student.  No other existing visual, poetical, or lyrical works from any other source can be used.  Project should include:

1. Cover: (5pts)

· Title of the book  (illustrates the theme of the character)

· Personalized cover logo representative of the character

· Student’s real name (not an alias, or pen name)

2. Introduction:  (5pts)

· Summarize events that caused the book to be written and all other influences specific to the creation of this work.

· Directly connect and explain the theme to the character, and title.

· Minimum of one fully developed paragraph in length.

· Type on the back of the front cover or on an additional page in the book.

3. Chapter Titles:  (10pts)

· Ten chapter titles are required in a “table of contents” format.

· Chapter titles should relate to the character and the theme of the book

· Chapter titles must show a progression of events or thoughts in the structure of the story.

· First title must indicate a beginning and the last title, a resolution.

· Write a brief synopsis of each chapter on an additional page.

4. Character Analysis:  (15pts)

· Describe the character’s situation, perspective, desires, motives, and personality at the beginning of the novel.

· Analyze how events and the actions of the character and others affect the character throughout the novel.

· State how and why the character has changed or remained unaffected by the novel’s end.

· At least one fully developed paragraph in length.

5. Chapters:  (15pts)

· Write the first and last pages of the novel.

· Two complete pages are required.  One inch margins all around, single-spaced, 10-14 type size, in an easily legible font.
· First page should provide the necessary exposition to “hook” the reader and get a sense of what the book is about.

· Last page should resolve the conflict and reveal what it meant to the character as well as to the reader.

Extra credit opportunity:


On the cover of either the CD or the book jacket, up to 5pts extra credit can be earned via a subjective assessment of artistic effort and creativity.  In other words, go beyond the minimum requirements and impress me!
