WWI TRADING CARDS
(2 pts. /card= 50 pts.)

*All materials for the project are to be provided by the student unless other arrangements are made with me within two days of receiving this assignment.

In order to demonstrate a basic knowledge of WWI events and the people involved, and how those people and events effected the outcome of the Great War, each student will create three “trading cards” on each of eight topics, totaling 24 cards. 

Cards will be formatted to look like traditional baseball cards or Magic, the Game cards with a picture of the subject on the “front”, statistics and a description on the “back”.  Cards may be done by hand on 3”x5” note cards or as Power Point orKeynote slides.  

On the due date, cards must be bound together, in order (cover sheet/card with your name and period).  Power Point/ Keynote Prezi presentations shall be turned in via flashdrive file transfer, OR email of presentation to engltchr@icloud.com
